Through its innovative, volunteer 
operated program, Dress for Success improves the employability of 
disadvantaged women by increasing confidence and restoring 
dignity.  
 
Dress for Success Sydney works to develop and sustain meaningful 
partnerships with companies and individuals who share our vision 
of empowering women and, ultimately, families to become 
economically self-sufficient.

Why our service is important 
 

•  Grooming and body language account for 55% of a person’s 
first impression. Our service ensures that these women have 
the best possible chance of showing a great first impression. 

•  The Reuters/Ipsos Workplace Attire Poll of more than 20,000 
people across 24 countries has found that in Australia, 44 per 
cent of people believe that if you dress casually for work you 
will never make it into a senior management position and that 
70 per cent of Australians think people who wear smart 
business attire are much more productive in their jobs.

at our showroom providing 1500 women with free interview 
appropriate clothing for their job interviews. 

• The Outreach Program providing our dressing and styling to 
remote sites including correctional centres and regional 
locations.   

• The Career Support Program for women actively seeking 
employment and those newly placed, through professional 
development opportunities and mentoring.

•  Commenced regular Outreach Service to three women’s 

Correctional Centres and Gosford as a Regional Centre
